Pre-registration	 Pre-registration packet pick-up will be from 4-6:00 PM pick-up: on Friday, 	June 26, 
			   and Saturday, June 27th from 6:30-7:30 AM at the Civic Center, 215 W 14th St.

Weather:	 Due to high mountain altitudes and unpredictability of the alpine climates, please 
dress accordingly.  Extra clothing may be placed on the buses to be picked up at each 
finish area.

Start Locations:	 Beartooth Run – Parkside Campground turnoff Hwy 212 (Beartooth Pass Highway) 
14 miles south of Red Lodge, MT.  4.2 and 8.4 races continue up the switchbacks of 
the highway.  Parking is limited at the  start and finish areas.  We encourage racers and 
spectators to use the buses that are provided.

Start Locations:	 Beartooth Ride – Silver Strike Parking Lot 600 North Broadway – Hwy 212, Red 
Lodge, north end of main street next to the Chamber of Commerce.  Course continues 
south up Hwy 212.

Transportation:	 Beartooth Run – Buses will be available for both the 4.2 and 8.4 races, leaving and 
returning to the Civic Center (215 W 14th Street). Racers can place clothing items on the 
buses to be delivered to the finish of each race.  Spectators are encouraged to ride the 
buses which will return to the Civic Center for the Awards Ceremony after completion of 
the races.  Buses will be marked for each race.
